A new security system has been installed. If you come to the church during  
normal office hours (Monday-Thursday, 9:00-4:00), you need to come to Door 1 
which is outside the offices. The door will be locked. There is a button on the 
front porch. Press the button and either Jane or Gretchen will communicate with 
you and will unlock the door to let you in. If you need to get into the church 
when the office is closed, you will need to make arrangements with Jane before 
that time. On Sunday mornings and for scheduled meetings and activities, all 
the doors will be unlocked. This is unfortunate, but necessary for the safety of 
the staff and those using the church. If you have one of the large, blue keys to 
the church, it will no longer open the doors, so please turn these in to the office 
(you can even place them in the collection plate!).  
 

Once inside you will notice that Jane now has a Dutch door into her office. From 
there she can let you into the office or you can go on into the church. Many 
thanks to Fred Wittekind for changing Jane’s door into its new form and also to 
Dan Runshe who helped Fred hang the door. 
 

You will also notice that the restroom doors on the main floor and in the base-
ment now have buttons to push to automatically open the doors. This will be a 
huge advantage for many of our members and guests.

There will 
be a sign-up calendar available beginning Sunday for families to sign up 
to take a day or two during the month to perform this task. It usually 
takes about an hour to make these deliveries. Listen for more details 
during worship and plan to make this a part of your plans for October.
